Five flowers and fourteen buds on one strong, branched,erect 80-cm inflorescence, two immature
inflorescences, emanating from an 18 single-leaf pseudobulb plant, 42-cm wide by 6o-cm tall
growing in a 15-cm clay pot cultivated in bark mix; single lanceolate leaves to 41-cm by 3.1-cm,
margins entire; sepals yellow, heavily barred chestnut, obovate to lanceolate apically; petals
yellow, heavily barred chestnut, elliptic to lanceolate, margins undulate, entire; lip yellow, trilobed,
lightly spotted chestnut basally, dominant midlobe bilaterally recurved, central cleft apically, mild
ruffling, minimal central callus basally; column and anther cap yellow; substance firm; texture
matte; recognized for rarity in cultivation and educational value; species endemic to Peru.
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
