Eleven flowers and 21 buds magnificently presented on 13 arched to pendant terminal
inflorescences to 18cm on an immacuate 15 growth 125-cm wide by 73-cm tall plant cultivated in
sphagnum moss in a 25-cm clay pot; 12 older leafless canes centrally; leaves lanceolate to
2.5-cm, alternately arranged on arched canes to 125cm; sepals and petals lanceolate, white,
subtle lavender picotee; lip tubular, trilobed, white overlaid golden yellow centrally, fuchsia toward
margins, longitudinally striated fuchsia, multiple raised keels, ciliate, golden yellow, margins
denticulate, bright white; column and anther cap cream; substance firm; texture diamon dust;
recognized for rarity in cultivation and educational value.
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
