dorsal sepal hooded, conduplicate, laceolate, citron;

petals reflexed, linear, citron;

ventral sepals conduplicate, lanceolate, citron;

lip trilobed, three-keeled, keels colliculate, apical margin undulate, ivory, side lobe margin russet,
keels russet;

column ivory to lemon yellow apically;

anther cap lemon yellow;

substance medium, texture waxy.
