Eight green flowers and two buds arranged in umbels, emerging from three terminal leaf axils, on
stems up to 14 cm bearing 2 to 4 leaves distichously arranged, on a 33-cm large by 33-cm high
plant grown on a 14-cm wide by 19-cm long cork plaque; leaves elliptic, tip retuse, margin smooth,
5,2-cm large by 7,2-cm long; sepals curled back forming a cylinder; petals translucent, spatulate;
lip united with column, 1.5-cm long midlobe deeply obcordate, each lobe strongly bilaterraly
recurved, forming a 'V' shape; substance hard; texture waxy. Pending SITF identification
