canes cylindrical, reed-like to 25.5 cm; leaves lanceolate, clasping the growth, grass green, to 7.5
cm long by 1.3 cm wide margins entire; sepals lanceolate, strongly reflexed, apple green; petals
threadlike, spatulate apically strongly reflexed apple green; lip quadralobed, lobes acute apically,
undulate, upper lobe margins lightly serrated, snow white, amethyst semi-circle at midlobe;
column porrect, snow white, amethyst spots either side of anther cap, anther cap amethyst;
substance medium; texture matte; recognized for rarity in cultivation and educational value.
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
