One large flower and one bud on two basal inflorescences up to to 12 cm, on a 28-cm wide and
28-cm tall well- grown plant mounted on a 25-cm hardwood mount; leaf obovate-oblong, 18-cm
long x 4-cm wide; four-angled pseudobulb, 2 cm wide x 4 cm long; dorsal sepal acuminate,
reflexed, chartreuse, raised mahogany tessellation; petals triangular, chartreuse, thread-like with
terminal granular olive-green knob; lateral sepals sweep forward and bend outward distally,
chartreuse, lightly overlaid mahogany proximally; lip hinged, chartreuse, stippled brown, central
white velutinous stripe; column chartreuse, column foot stippled mahogany; anther cap
chartreuse; substance good, texture crystalline.
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
